Childcare Questionnaire Q4 2007 

WAVES 2-5 ONLY

The 2007 childcare questionnaire is divided into an Individual and a Household questionnaire.  The ‘Individual Questionnaire’ will be asked to all individuals in the household who are aged less than 15.  It is asked at the end of each individual’s line after the core questionnaire.  The person who answers this questionnaire on behalf of the child must be 15 or over and must be the child’s parent or guardian.

The ‘Household Questionnaire’ is about the childcare needs of the family and will be asked at the household level.  Only one person from the household will answer these questions on behalf of the whole household.  The person answering these questions must be aged 15 or over.

INDIVIDUAL QUESTIONNAIRE - WAVES 2-5 ONLY

NOTE: The Individual Childcare Questionnaire is to be asked for every child aged less than 15 in waves 2-5.

Note: The person who answers this module must be 15 or over and a parent or guardian of the child/ren in question

If 4<= CALC <= 14 then ask SCHOOL

(If person is aged between 4 and 14 then ask SCHOOL)

SCHOOL:

Interviewer Note: 

1. Childcare for non school-going children is the care they receive on weekdays during the working day.

2. Childcare for school-going children is the care they usually receive on weekdays outside of school hours in the morning and/or afternoon. 

3. Relatives/friends are considered to be paid if this is a regular arrangement, and not an ad hoc or occasional payment. 

If any CARETYP > 1 then ask HOURPRIM 

(If school-going children are not cared for at home by parent then ask HOURPRIM for each type of non-parental childcare)

HOURS:

INTERVIEWER NOTE:

Cost should be recorded against all care types where money is paid on a regular basis, regardless of whether this is a formal or informal arrangement

HOUSEHOLD QUESTIONNAIRE: WAVES 2-5 ONLY

Note on Screen : The person who answers this module must be 15 or over and a parent or guardian of the child/ren in question

NOTE: The Household Childcare Questionnaire is to be asked to every household in waves 2-5 that has at least one child aged less than 15.

If any CALC for person 1 to person * <=11 or if any person 1 to person * 12<= CALC <=14 and school = 1 then ask MODULE

(If there is at least one person aged 11 or younger in the household or if there is at least one person aged between 12 and 14 who is attending primary school then ask MODULE)

MODULE:

If CARENEED =1 and any CALC (for person1 to person*) <=6 and SCHOOL = 2 then ask NEEDTYP2
