I have the honour to submit my Annual Report on the Marriages, Births and
Deaths registered in Saorstát Eireann, during the year 1925.

In this Report, as in that for each of the years 1923 and 1924 the Births and
Deaths shown for the various administrative areas are corrected for those occurring
in institutions.

GENERAL SUMMARY.

The results for 1925 show reductions in the numbers of marriages, births and
deaths registered as compared with the preceding year, and a very large increase
in the number of emigrants.

The marriages registered during the year under review numbered 13,820, being
1,002 less than the number in 1924.

There were 62,069 births, showing a reduction of 1,333 as compared with the
preceding year.

The number of deaths was 43,650, being 1,530 under the number for 1924.

Tuberculosis caused 4,673 deaths, being 205 above the record low mortality
in 1923, viz., 4,468 deaths.

The number of deaths from cancer in 1925, viz., 2,801, shows a decrease of
102 as compared with the high number recorded for 1924.

To heart diseases 4,965 deaths were attributed. This number is 173 above
that recorded for 1924.

Deaths from bronchitis numbered 2,654 or 272 below those recorded for 1924.
Pneumonia caused 2,338 deaths, being 329 below the low number registered in 1924.

The infant mortality in 1925 for the entire area was 68 per 1,000 births, which
was 4 per 1,000 below the rate for 1924, viz., 72 per 1,000. The rate for rural areas
was 53 per 1,000 and for urban areas 97 per 1,000 births.

EMIGRATION.

From returns kindly furnished by the Ministry of Industry and Commerce
(Department of Statistics) Saorstát Eireann, it would appear that the number of
emigrants from Saorstát Eireann to “places out of Europe and not within the
Mediterranean Sea” during the year 1925 was 30,302, including 26,546 bound for
the United States, 1,861 for British North America, 1,076 for Ai~stralia, 290 for
New Zealand, 170 for British South Africa, 136 for India, and 223 for other
countries.

The number of emigrants in 1924 was 19,077 of whom 12,016 left for the
United States. -

MARRIAGES.

During the year 1925 the marriages registered in Saorstát Threann numbered
13,820, being equivalent to a rate of 463 per 1,000. of the estimated. population;
this rate is 0-30 below that for the previous year, and 0-45 below the average
for the ten years, 1915-24.

Of the 13,820 marriages, 12,897 were of Roman Catholics, as compared with
13,835 in 1924, the remaining marriages numbering 923, as against 987 in
1924. Included in the 923 marriages are 671 celebrated according to the rites
and ceremonies of the Church of Ireland, as against 709 in 1924; 112 as compared
with 143 in 1924, were in Presbyterian Meeting-houses; 70 as against 54 in 1924
in “ Registered Buildings” belonging to various religious denomjnations; 54 by
civil contract in the Registrars’ offices, as against 65 in 1924; 2 were according
to the usages of the Society of Friends; and 14 as compared with 15 in 1924, were
according to the Jewish rites.

The. rate per 1,000 of the estimated Roman Catholic population represented
by. the number of marriages of Roman Catholics was 4•82, or 0-36 below the
corresponding average rate for the preceding ten years, and the rate for other
marriages was equivalent to 2•97 per 1,000 of all persons other than Roman Catholics
in the population, this rate being 1-26 below the corresponding average rate for
the ten years, 1915-24.

It will be found from the figures given in the Abstract of Marriages, pages 6-7,
that 90-6 per cent. of the total marriages were those, of bachelors and spinsters;
that 5-6 per cent. were those of widowers and spinsters; that 2-5 per cent. were
marriages of bachelors and widows; and that those of widowers and widows formed
1-3 per cent. of the total marriages. Thus, of the men married 6~9 per cent. were
widowers, and of the women 3-8 per cent. were widows, or in 9 instances, in
every 100 marriages, one or both of the contracting parties had been in the married
state before.

A rough test of the progress of elementary education in Saorstát Eireann is
afforded by the signatures of the contracting parties in. the marriage registers or
certificates. In the year 1925 there were 13,536 or 97~9 per cent. of the husbands,
and 13,694, or 99~ 1 per cent. of the wives, who wrote their names, and the remainder
signed by “mark.”

Table XIV supplies the rates per 1,000 of the population represented by
marriages in the provinces, counties and county boroughs.

BIRTHS.
The number of births registered in Saorstát Threann during the year 1925 was

62,069 (boys 31,81-8 and girls 30,251) equivalent to 20-8 per 1,000 of the estimated
population, this rate being 0-3 above the average of the ten years, 1915-24.

The rate represented by the births registered in Northern Ireland was 22~0
per 1,000 of the estimated population; in England and Wales, 18~3; and in
Scotland, 21-3.

For the combined county boroughs and urban districts in Saorstát Threann,
the rate per 1,000 qf the population during the year 1925 was 247 and for all
rural districts it was 19-3 (Table XV).

In 1925 the proportion of male infants born alive in Saorstát ]~ireann to every
1,000 females was 1,052; in 1924, it was 1,066; in 1923, 1,065; in 1922, 1,065;
in 1921, 1,056; in 1920, 1,067; and in 1919 it was 1,069.

Of the 62,069 births registered during the year 60,407 or 973 per cent. were
• legitimate, and 1,662, or 2~7 per cent. were illegitimate.

For the province of Leinster illegitimacy in 1925 amounted to 3-2 per cent. of
the total number of births for that province; Munster 2~7 per cent.: Connaught
1 1 per cent., and Ulster (part of) 30 per cent., as compared with 3~2 per cent.,
2~7 per cent., I 2 per cent., and 2-5 per cent. respectively, in 1924.

The male children born in wedlock numbered 30,947 and the female 2-9,460
or 1,050 of the former to every 1,000 of the latter, and of the illegitimate children
871 were males and 791’ females, or 1,101 boys to every 1,000 girls.

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It should be stated that the illegitimate birth-rate for Saorstát Threann comp~res
favourably with that for most other -countries.

Of the total births 51 .0 per cent. were registered in the first six months (181
days) and 49~0 per cent. in the second six months (184 days).

MULTIPLE BIRTHS.

The number of twin births registered in Saorstát Eireann during the year 1925
was 682 and the number of triplet births 9. The twin births were 1 10 per cent.
of the total births, 1 . 12 of the single births and 1. 11 per cent. of the total mothers,
the respective percentages in the preceding year being 1 •29, P32, and 1 30.

The infants born in wedlock (60,407) as registered in 1925, include 663 twins
-a number equi’~alent to 1 .11 per cent. of the 59,730 married mothers and 7 triplets,
while the illegitimate infants (1,662) include 19 twins, equivalent to 1 . 16 per cent.
of the 1,639 unmarried mothers.

Of the 1,391 infants born alive resulting from multiple births, 690 were males
and 701 females.

DEATHS.
The deaths registered in Saorstát Threann during the year 1925 numbered

43,650, affording a rate of 14• 62 per 1,000 of the estimated population. The deaths
of males amounted to 22,118, or 14~ 63 per 1,000 of the estimated number of males
in the population, the deaths of females numbering 21,532, equivalent to 1462
per 1,000 of the estimated female population.

The mortality from all causes in 1925 is 0 ~41 per 1,000 below that for 1924,
and 130 per 1,000 below the average for the ten years 1915-24.

The death rate from all causes for Northern Ireland was 15~74 per 1,000, for
England and Wales, 121.6 per 1,000 and for Scotland, 13~39 per 1,000.

Table XIV., gives the rates from all causes for Saorstát 1~ireann by provinces,
counties and county boroughs. - -

From this it will be seen that the rate for the province of Leinster was 15~28
per 1,000 of the population of the province, for Munster 13~63 per 1,000, for
Connaught 14 17 per 1,000 and for Ulster (part of) 1674 per 1,000.

The rates for counties and county boroughs varied from 1153 for Kerry county
to 1748 for Leitrim county. -

For urban areas (county boroughs and urban districts) the mortality from
all causes in ~1925 was 15~63 per 1,000 of the population and for the rural districts
14•29 per 1,000 (Table XV.). -

Of the total deaths 24,731, or 56~7 per cent., were recorded during the first
six months and 18,919,. or 43~3 per cent., in the second six months.

The annual rate per 1,000 of the population represented by deaths registered
in the first quarter of the year was 17~ 4; in the s?cond - quarter, 15 6.; in t-he
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third, 12~2; and in the fourth, 13~2, as compared with 193, 16~9, l2~6, and
149, respectively, for the first, second, third and fourth quarters of the ten years,
1915L24.

DEATHS IN INSTITUTIONS.
The Abstract commencing on page 28 gives p~rticulars relating to deaths by

certain causes in institutions in Saorstát 1~ireann and for each county and county
borough. Of the 43,650 deaths, 3,478 toOk place in infirmaries and general and
special hospitals, 1,227 in mental hospitals, 5,988 in county homes and hospitals
or in workhouse hospitals, and 32,957 occurred elsewhere. Of the total
deaths, 245 per ceut. occurred in the above-named institutions (8.0 per cent. In
infirmaries and general and special hospitals, 28 per cent. in mental hospitals and
13~7 per cent. in county homes and hospitals) and 75~5 per cent. occurred elsewhere.

In the table which follows, the number of deaths from some of the principal
diseases are shown for the years 1924 and 1925, also the averages for the ten years,
1915-1924.

The number of deaths from all causes in 1925 shows a decrease of 1,530 as com
pared with 1924. Deaths from influenza decreased by 902, pneumonia by 329,
bronchitis by 272, whooping cough by 192, cancer by 102, diphtheria by 28, enteric
fever by 18, cerebro-spinal fever by 16, other accidents of pregnancy and child
birth by 14 and encephalitis lethargica by 4.

On the other hand deaths from heart disease in 1925, show an increase of 173,
deaths from diarrhcea and enteritis of children under 2 years an increase of 125,
deaths from tuberculosis an increase of 91, deaths from dysentery an increase of 9,
deaths from typhus an increase of 4, deaths from scarlet fever an increase of 5, and
deaths from puerperal septic diseases an increase of 2.

According to Table XIV., which gives the information by provinces, counties
and county boroughs, deaths from the principal epidemic diseases* in Saorstát
i~ireann in 1925 are represented by a rate of 0~54 per 1,000 of the population, the
rates varying from 173 per 1,000 for Dublin county borough, 079 per 1,000 for
Waterford county borough, 0~76 for Cork county borough, and 074 per 1,000 for
Dublin county to 004 per 1,000 for Leix county; 0J6 per 1,000 for Meath county,
016 per 1,000 for Clare county and 0~20 per 1,000 for Mayo county.

Table XV. shows that the mortality rate from this group of causes for all urban
areas (county boroughs and urban districts) was 1~09 per 1,000 of the population,
being more than 3 times the rate for rural districts—0 32 per 1,000. -

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ENTERIC FEvER.—There were 105 deaths (of males 66 and of females 39), includ
ing 3 from paratyphoid fever, recorded during the year 1925. The 105 deaths are
18 under the number (123) recorded in 1924, and 53 below the average (158) for the
ten years 1915-24. Thirty-nine appertained to urban areas and 66 to rural (see
abstract commencing on page 60).

Tvpnus.—-Nine deaths from typhus were registered, as against 5 in 1924 and
an average of 24. Of the 9 deaths in 1925, 4 were those of males and 5 of
females.

SMALL-POX.—NO case of this disease was reported during the year, nor during
any of the preceding ten years.

MEASLES.—The fatal cases of this disease numbered 198 (of males 109 and of
females, 89). This number, which is the same as the number recorded during the
preceding year, is 65 under the average for the ten years, 1915-24, viz., 263. Of
the 198 deaths, 172 were those of children under5 years of age, including 120 under
2 years.

SCARLET FEvER.—Deaths from this disease amounted to 70 during the year
1925, as compared with 65 in 1924, and an average of 104 for the ten years ending
with the latter year. Of the 70 deaths, 33 were those of males and 37 of females.

WH00PING-C0UGH.—]Jeaths from whooping-cough, which declined from 795 in
1920 to 216 in 1921 and 201 in 1922, rose to 454 in 1923, and still further to 621
in 1924, fell in 1925 to 429, or 17 under the average (446) for the ten years, 1915-
1924.

Of the 429 deaths (of males 200 and of females 229) 393 were those of child r~n
under 5 years of age, 203 of the latter being deaths of infants under one year of age.

The deaths recorded for urban areas numbered 164 and for rural areas 265,
as compared with 239 and 382 respectively, in 1924.

DIPHTHERIA.—The number of deaths from this disease (158), which is 28 under
the number (186) registered during 1924, is 109 below the average (267) for the ten
years 1915-24. The deaths in 1925 comprise 76 of males and 82 of females; of
the total number, 74 deaths were those of children under 5 years of age and 57 were
between 5 and 10 years, so that 131 or 83 per cent. of all the deaths from diphtheria
were those of children under ten .years of age.

DYSENTERY.—TO this cause 13 deaths were attributed, as compared with an
average of 17 for the preceding ten years.

IJIARRHEA AND ENTERITIS (Children under 2 years).—The number of ~deaths
of children attributed to this cause during the year 1925 was 640, which number
is 125 above that recorded in 1924, but 5 below the average (645) for the decennium,
1915-24.

Of the 640 deaths (360 of males and 280 of females) Dublin county borough
alone accounted for 268 or 42 per cent. of all the deaths under this heading.

The ‘mortality among children in 1925 from diarrhcea and enteritis for urban
areas based on the births recorded therefor was 22 •8 per 1,000 and for rural areas
the corresponding rate was 3•8 per 1,000, the respective rates for the preceding year
being i6~ 7 and 3~6. (See Abstract on page 60).

INFLUENZA.—The number of deaths from influenza registered during the year
1925 was 1,171—deaths of males, 531, and of females, 640—the rate per 1,000 of
the population represented by these figures being 0~39, 0•35 and 0~43, respectively.
In 1920 the number of deaths from this cause was 696, in 1921 it was 648, in 1922
it rose to 1,812, falling in 1923 to 621, and followed by a rise to 2,073 in 1924. The
number (1,171) in 1925, is 1,119 under the average (2,290) for the ten years,
1915-24.

r
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It should be noted, however, that thehighest annual mOrtà,lities from influenza
ever recorded in Saorstát Eireann, viz., those for the years 1918 and 1919, during
which 6,788 and 7,468 deaths, respectively, occurred, are included in this• average,
and if the average be. taken for the deaths in 1915-24 exclusive of those for the two
years referred to it will be found that the annual average for the 8 years is 1,081,
which is 90 below the number recorded for the year 1925.

Of. t~he deaths from influenza in 1925, 51 per cent. were registered during the
first quarter of the year, 30 in the second, 8 in the third and 11 in the fourth
quarter.

Of the 1,171 deaths from influenza, 235 related to urban and 936 to rural
areas.

Among the 1,171 deaths from influenza in the entire area, 290 were associated
with pulmonary complications, and 881 were returned as from influenza without
qualification or ~were from that disease complicated with maladies other than
pulmonary.

ERYsIrEL~s.—There were 39 deaths (22 of males and 17 of females) from this
cause, as compared with 32 in 1924.

ACUTE PoLIoi~’iYELITIs.—Twelve deaths were ascribed to this disease, being
2 under the number recorded in the preceding year.

ENCEPHALITIS LETHARGIOA.—The fatal cases of this disease, which numbered
4 in 1919, 17 in 1920, 31 in 1921, 19 in 1922, 16 in 1923 and 55 in 1924, fell to 51
in 1925. Twenty-one of the latter were those of males and 30 of females.

CERBRO-SPINAL FEVER.—This disease caused 12 deaths (7 of males and 5 of
females) or 16 under the number for 1924, an~d 20 under the average for the 10 years
1915-24.

OTHER ErInE1~iIC DISEASEs.—There were 9 deaths (all of males) from malaria,
9 deaths (4 males and 5 females) from- epidemic rose rash, and one death (that of a
female) from varicella.

TETANUS.—The number of deaths from this disease was 17, those of males
being 16 and of females 1, as against a total of 24 (20 of males and 4 of females)
in 1924.

TUBERCULOSIS.

Deaths from - all forms of tuberculous disease registered in Saorstát Eireann
during the year 1925 numbered 4,673, and of these 2,307 were deaths of males
and 2,366 of females. The total number is equivalent to a rate of 1 57 per
1,000 of the total population, the number of deaths of males affording a rate of
1 53 per 1,000 of the estimated number of males, and the deaths of females 1 •61
per 1,000 of the estimated number of females in the - population, as will be seen
from the following Table. -
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The corresponding rates for all deaths from tuberculosis were, in Northern
Ireland 167 per 1,000 of the estimated population, in England and Wales 1 ~04
per 1,000 and in Scotland 11.0 per 1,000.

It will be observed from this table that a continuous reduction in the mortality
from tuberculosis has taken place in the ‘Saorstát Eireann area year by year,
beginning with. the year 1918, up to 1923, th.e rate for the latter year being the lowest
recorded for Saorstát Threann. This low mortality was followed by an increase
in 1924, amounting to 114 deaths (42 of males and 72 of females) and by a further
increase of 91 (43 males and 48 females) in 1925.

Of the 4,673 deaths, 3,667 (of males 1,787, and of females 1,880) were caused
by tuberculosis of the respiratory system, 270 (of males 131 and of females 139)
by tuberculosis of the meninges, 287 (of males 153 and of females 134) b.y
tuberculosis of the intestines and peritoneum, 66 (of males 40, and of females
26) by tuberculosis of the vertebral column, 51 (of males 30 and of females 21)
by tuberculosis of the joints, 105 (of males 56 and of females 49) by tuberculosis
of other organs, and 227 (of males 110 and of females 117) were caused by
disseminated tuberculosis.

The d.eaths from tuberculosis of the respiratory system in 1925 show a decrease
of 25 (20 males and 5 females) as compared with 1924, and those from other forms
of tuherculous disease, numbering 1,006 (520 deaths of males and 486 of females)
an increase of 116, consisting of 63 deaths of males and 53 of females.

Included in the 4,673 deaths from tuberculous diseases are 1,760 deaths of persons
belonging to urban areas and 2,913 to rural, as compared with 1,768 urban and
2,8~l4 rural deaths in 1924, showing a decrease of 8 in the urban deaths in 1925,
and an increaseof 99 in the deaths appertaining to rural areas. -
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The abstracts commencing on page 28 give the details regarding deaths from
tuberculosis, by provinces, counties, county boroughs, and urban and rural
districts, while Tables XIV. and XV. supply the rates per 1,000 of the population
for these areas.

It will be seen from Table XIV. that the highest tuberculosis mortality for
county or coü’nty borough areas related to the following :—Dublin county borough
(2.31 per 1,000), Cork county borough (222 per 1,000), Tipperary, South Riding
•(2~02 per 1,000), Westmeath county (1.99 per 1,000), and Louth county (1 90 per
1,000), the counties having the lowest rates in 1925 being Roscommon (0.78), Long-
ford (1.13), Mayo (1.16) and Sligo (1.16). V

SYPHILIS, &c.—Twenty-five deaths (18 of males and 7 of females) were ascribed
to syphilis as compared with 22 in 1924. Of the 25 deaths, 17 (13 of males and 4
of females) were those of infants under one V year of age. V

Five deaths (4 males and one female) were ascribed to other venereal
affections. V

There were 35 deaths (31 of males and 4 of females) from general paralysis
of the insane; 17 deaths (of males 14 and of females 3) from locomotor ataxy, and
24 deaths (of males 20, and of females 4) from aneurysm. V

V PURULENT INFECTION, SEPTIC~ENIIA.—Under this heading 88 deaths were
returned, (47 being those of males, and 41 of females), as against 95 in the preceding
year. - V V

OTHER INFECTIOUS DISEASES.—One death (that of a male) from mycosis was
recorded. V

CANcER.—A distinctly upward tendency in the mortality from cancer is one
of the notable features of the death statistics of the years 1923 and 1924, as will
be seen from Table III., which shows that while the mortality for the years 1915-22
fluctuated but slightly, that for the year 1923 gave an increase of 8 per cent. as
compared with 1922, and that for 1924 an increase of 6 per cent. as compared with
1923. V

In the year 1925, however, the deaths from cancer, numbering 2,801, show a
decrease of 102 as compared with the preceding year,

During the years 1882 to 1890, the average annual rate per 1,000 of the mean
population of those years; represented by the number of deaths from cancer
registered in the SaorsVtát Eirearm area was 0~37, followed by a rate of 0~48
per 1,000 for the ten years, 1891-1900, by 0~68 per 1,000 for the decennium, 1901-10,
by 0~84 per 1,000 for the decennium, 1911-1920, and by 090 per 1,000 for the five
years, 1921—25.

It is not possible to say to what extent the increase in the mortality from this
cause is due to faulty description of the cause of death in the records of the earlier
years. It is improbable, ho-wever, that any considerable proportion of the increase
shown in the average annual mortality from cancer for the five years 1921-5, as
compared with that for the decennium 1901-10, can be ascribed in this way to
inaccurate diagnosis.

Consequently, the mortality from cancer in the Saorstát Eireann area during
the five years, 1921-25, viz., 0~90 per 1,000, would appear to show a real increase
of 32 per cent. as compared with the average annual rate (0 68 per 1,000) for
the ten years, 1901-10.

Of the 2,801 deaths in 1925, those of males numbered 1,502, and of females
1,299. These figures are represented by rates of 0~94 per 1,000, 0~99 per 1,000,
and 0~88 per 1,000, respectively.

As compared with 1924 (1 01 per 1,000) the mortality among males in 1925
shows a decrease of 2 per cent., the decrease among females being 4 per cent. on
the rate (092 per 1,000) in 1924. V

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Deaths from cancer in urban areas numbered. .963 or 1. 12 per 1,000 of the
population, and in rural areas, 1,838, equivalent to 087 per 1,000, as compared
~with 991 urban deaths (rate 1 15 per 1,000) and 1,912 rural (rate 091 per..1,000)
in 1924.

Of the 2,801 deaths from cancer, 1,396 were returned as from carcinoma, 122
.as from sarcoma, and 1,283 as from, cancer, malignant disease.

In Northern Ireland the rate for both sexes was 1 15 per 1,000, for males 1 08,
and for females 1. 21.

For England and Wales the mortality from cancer in 1925 was 134 per 1,000
of the population and for Scotland 136 per 1,000.

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TUMOURS.—Only tuniours definitely stated to have been either non-malignant,
or as to which a~ the result of special enquiries regarding their nature, further
information was not obtainable, are included under this heading.

There were 35 deaths from cerebral tumour (of males 15 and of females 20);
8 from tumours of the ovary ; 20 from tumours of the uterus.; and 51 from
tumours of other or unstated sites (27 of males and 24 of females).

The latter included 16 returned as from tumour .of the abdomen, 8 of bladder,
7 of intestine, 5 of mediastinum, 2 of liver, 2 of lung, 2 of pancreas, one of each of
the following :—aclrenals, axilla, colon, ~sophagus, pituitary gland, spine and
throat, and 2 were tumours of which the site was unstated.

RHETThIATISM. There were 90 deaths (38 of males and 52 of females) from
rheumatic fever; 299 deaths (128 of males and 171 of females)• from chronic
rheumatism, osteo-arthritis and gout.

DIABETES.—To this cause 222 deaths were attributed, 107 being deaths of
males and 115 of females. The total deaths are 10 above the number (212) for the
year 1924, but 9 under the average for the 10 years 1915-24.

ALC0H0LIsM.—Eighteen deaths were ascribed to alcoholism, and of these 16
were those of males. Cirrhosis of the liver caused 90 deaths, 67 being those of
males and 23 of females. All except one male were aged 30 years and upwards.

OTHER GENERAL DISEASES.—Among these were 29 deaths from rickets, 212
from pernicious ana3mia (92 of males and 120 of females), 95 from other anemias
and chiorosis (34 of males and 61 of females), 2 (both females) from disease of
the pituitary gland, 20 (all females) from exophthalmic goitre, 18 from other
diseases of the thyroid gland (one death of a male and 17 deaths of females),
5 from tetany (2 of males and 3 of females), 2 from diseases .of thymus (both
of males), 21(14 of males and 7 of females) from diseases of the adrenals, 6 from dis
ease of the spleen, 22 from leuk~emia, 22 from lymphadenoma (Hodgkins’ disease)
and 3 from chronic poisoning by mineral substances. Of 2~ other deaths under this
heading 19 (12 males and 7 females) were returned as occurring from purpura
haemorrhagica; 3 (2 males and 1 female) from h~mophilia; 3 (one male and 2
females) from amyloid disease and one (a female) from diabetes insipidus.

MENINGITIS AND EN0EPHALITIS.—Deaths from meningitis (not returned as
cerebro-spinal or ~uberculous) amounted to 307 (deaths of males numbering 167,
and of females, 140) as compared with 329, 182, and 147 respectively, in 1924.

The number of deaths from encephalitis (not returned as encephalitis lethargica),
was 59 as against 32 in 1924.

CEREBRAL H~EMORRHAGE.—The number of deaths returned under this heading
was 1,312, comprising 594 deaths of males and 718 of females. These figures include
the deaths of 25 males and 49 females from cerebral thrombosis and embolism.

The 1,312 deaths are 17 below the number recorded in 1924, and 69 under
the average for the 10 years, 1915-24.

Ep]lEpsy.—There were 155 deaths (of males 85, and of females 70) from epilepsy,
as compared with 183 in the preceding year.

CoNvuLsIoNs.—The number of deaths ascribed to convulsions was 643 (of
males 349, and of females 294) and of the 643 deaths, 504, or 78~4 per cent. were
those of infants under one year of age, constituting l2~0 per cent. of the deaths
from all causes of infants under one year of age registered in Saorstát 1~ireann during
the year 1925.

HEART DISEASE.—TO this group, 4,965 deaths (of males 2,454, and of females
2,511) were assigned, equivalent to a rate of P66 per 1,000 of the estimated
population, and contributing ll~4 per cent. to the mortality from all causes. The
number of deaths from heart disease during the year under review is 173 more than
that for 1924, and 66 more than the average (4,899) for the ten years 1915~24.

Of the 4,965 deaths, 28 were ascribed to pericarditis, 157 to acute end ocarditis
and myocarditis, 80 to angina pectoris, and 4,700 to other diseases of the heart.
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ARTERIAL SCLER0sIs.—Deaths from arterial sclerosis, of which 129 were those
of males, and 68 of females, numbered 197, the number recorded for 1924,
being, 202.

-• BRONCHIPIS.—The deaths from this cause numbered 2,654 (of males, 1,266,
and of females, 1,388), being equivalent to a rate of 0~89 per 1,000 of the population,
or 6• 1 per cent. of the total number of deaths from all causes. The number of
deaths (2,654) is 272 below the number for 1924, and 1,098 under the average for
the ten years, 1915-24, and is the lowest mortality from bronchitis reöorded for the
Saorstát Eireann area.

PNEUMONIA.—Of 2,338 deaths from pneumonia (all forms), affording a rate
of 0•78 per 15000 of the population, 945 were from broncho-pneumonia, 219 from
lobar pneumonia, and 1,174 from pneumonia (not otherwise defined).

The 2,338 deaths include 1,322 deaths of males and 1,016 of females, and
are 467 under the average for the ten years, 1915-24.

PLEURISY; EMPYEMA.—The number of deaths classed to pleurisy, including
deaths from empyema regarding which the originating cause other than pleurisy
could not be ascertained, was 158, the males numbering 109, and the females 49.

As the result of inquiries into the causes of 23 deaths returned as having been
caused by empyema, sufficient information was obtained to enable 7 of these to be
classified to other causes viz., 4 to tuberculosis, one to 1Ob~r pneumonia and 2 to
pneumonia (not otherwise defined).

ULCERS OF THE STOMACH AND DUODENUM.—To these causes 270 deaths were
attributed, 171 being those of males and 99 of females. The total number is 36
above the average (234) for the ten years, 1915-24.

APPENDICITIS AND TYPHLITIS.—The deaths so classified numbered 156 (of
males 80, and of females 76) being 14 above the average (142) for the ten years
preceding.

CIRRHOSIS OF THE LIvER.—Deaths from this cause, viz., 90 (of males 67, and
of females 23) are 40 under the average for the ten years 1915-24.

ACUTE AND CHRONIC NEPHRITIS.—The number of deaths from acute nephritis
was 133 (71 of males and 62 of females) and from chronic nephritis 995 (561 of males
and 434 of females). The total number of deaths from the acute and chronic disease
was 1,128, which number is 66 above that for 1924, and 29 above the average for
the ten years 1915-24.

PREGNANCY AND CHILDBIRTH.

The mortality of women during pregnancy and childbirth is classified under
three headings, namely (1) septic conditions (2) intrinsic accidents and diseases
of pregnancy and childbirth, and (3) disease or cause associated with pregnancy
and childbirth. To the first group 125 deaths were attributed in the year 1925, to
the second, 166, and to the third 21; altogether the deaths in Saorstát Eireann
of childbearing women numbered 312. This number, which is 18 below that for
the year 1924, represents a rate of 5•03 per 1,000 of the total births registered,
as compared with 5•21 in the year 1924, and with 568 per 1,000, the average rate
for the decade, 1915-24.

Table VII. shows that in the mortality from puerperal septic diseases there
was a slight increase, viz., from 123 in the year 1924 to 125 in 1925, but a decrease
of 14 in the mortality from accidents of pregnancy and childbirth, which fell from
180 in 1924 to 166 in 1925. The deaths of women from causes associated with
pregnancy and childbirth, which were 27 in the year 1924, fell to 21 in the year
under review.

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VIOLENCE.

Deaths caused by violence, as registered in Saorstát Eireann during the year
1925 amounted to 816, a number equivalent to 0~27 per 1,000 of the estimated
~population, and 113 less than that recorded for 1924, and. 512 below the average~
(1,328) for the ten years 1915-24.

Of the 816 deaths, 88 were classed to suicide, 24 to homicide, and one to execu
tion, leaving 703 to other deaths by violence, the majority of which were definitely
stated to have been accidental.

The suicidal cases comprise the deaths of 67 males and 21 females.

Of the 24 homicidal cases, 17 were deaths of males (including 5 infants under
one year old) and 7 of females (including 4 infants under one year old).

The deaths other than those classed to homicide, suicide or execution, include
.11 (all of males) caused by poisons or poisonous gases, and 149 (65 of males and 84
of females) by burns or scalds. Of the 149 deaths caused by burns or scalds, 88 were
those of children under 5 years of age.

There were 126 deaths (of males 107, and of females 19) from accidental drown
ing, 25 deaths caused by injuries due to firearms, of which 24 ~were those of males
and one of a female, and there were 100 deaths due to injuries caused by crushing
(77 of males and 23 of females), including 53 (males 38, and females 15), as com
pared with 46 in 1924, by motor driven vehicles.

Of the 11 accidental deaths attributed to poisons or poisonous gases, 3 were
caused by strychnine; 2 by food; one by ammonia; one by oil of chenopodium;
one by carbolic acid; one by carbon monoxide, and in 2 cases the name of the
poison was not stated.

Of 2 suicidal deaths by poisoning, one was stated to have been caused by strych
nine, and one by lysol.

UNCERTIFIED CAUSES.

Among the 43,650 ~deaths registered, 11,733 were not certified by medical
practitioners, nor were inquests into their causes held. They constitute 26~9 per
cent. of the total mortality in 1925, as against an average of 266 for the ten years,
1915-24. The number of uncertified deaths in urban areas in 1925 was 41 per cent.
of the total number of deaths registered therein, the corresponding percentage
for rural areas being 37 ~1.

INQUESTS.

From returns furnished by the registrars it would appear that the. number
of inquests during the year 1925 was 678, or one inquest for every 64 deaths
registered.

AGES AT DEATH.

Of the 43,650 deaths at all ages, 6,356 or 14•6 per cent. were deaths of
children under 5. years of age, including 3,474 deaths of males, or 15~7 per cent.
of the male mortality at all ages, and 2,882 deaths of females, or 13~4 per cent.
of the total number of deaths of females.

The deaths of 19,959 persons aged 65 years or upwards were registered during
the year 1925, constituting 45~ 7 per cent. of the total number of dgaths at all
ages, and include 9,866 of males, or 44~6 per cent. of the total~ deaths of males,
and 10,093 of females, or 469 per cent. of the deaths of females at all ages...

Among the deaths of persons at these ages I 6,287 or 37 3 per cent. of the
total deaths, were 70 years of age or over
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Deaths of persons aged 95 years or upwards numbered 333 (of males 152, and
of females 181) and they include 60 (males 27 and females 33) whose ages at death
were returned as 100 years or upwards (one of whom was stated to be aged 115
years).

The ages in detail of the persons whose deaths were registered in the year
1925 are given in the Abstracts commencing with page 8.

INFANT MORTALITY.
The number of deaths of infants under one year of age registered in Saorstát

Eireann during the year 1925 was 4,216, equivalent to a rate of 68 per 1,000 births,
as compared with 72 per 1,000 in 1924 and an average of 77 for the ten years 1915-24~

The deaths of male infants numbered 2,385, being equal to 75 per 1,000 births
of males, and the deaths of female infants, 1,831, or 61 per 1,000 births of females,
the corresponding rates for 1924 being 79 and 64 respectively.

For Northern Ireland the infant mortality in 1925 was 86 per 1,000 births;
for England and Wales, the rate was 75; and for Scotland 91 per 1,000 births.

From Table IX., which gives the infant mortality rates for Saorstát Eireann,~
by sexes, ages and causes, it will be seen that atrophy, debility, marasmus (19.48
per 1,000) diarrhcea and enteritis (8. 89), convulsions (8. 12), premature birth
(6. 52), pneumonia (5• 69), and bronchitis (3~ 75) in the aggregate, are equivalent
to 52~45 per 1,000 births, or about 77 per cent. of the total infant mortality.

Of the deaths of infants, 364 per cent. were under one month old, 117 per
cent. between one and two months; 9~1 per cent. between 2 and 3 months; 20~2
per cent. were aged 3 and under 6 months, and 22~ 6 in every 100 were 6 and
under 12 months old.

Urban and Rural Mortality.
There were 2,070 deaths of infants recorded for urban areas, equivalent to

97 per 1,000 births, and the number of such• deaths in rural areas was 2,146, or
53 per 1,000 births.

A reference to Table X. shows that, although the mortality in rural districts
is low, the rate for urban areas of 10,000 inhabitants and upwards is high, viz.,
102 per 1,000 births. The urban areas which contribute to this result are :—Dublin
Registration Area, including Dublin county borough (119), with a rate of 113,
Cork county borough (71), Limerick county borough (91), Waterford county borough
(104), and the urban districts of Gaiway (84), Dundalk (87), Drogheda (84), Wexford
(60), Sligo (96), Kilkenny (82), and Tralee (73).

Deaths of infants in 1925, in towns of less than 10,000 inhabitants were
equivalent to a rate of 80 per 1,000 births.

The following statement gives the infant mortality for each sex for urban and
rural areas : —-

DEATHS OF ILLEGITIMATE INFANTS.

The number of deaths of illegitimate infants under one year of age registered
in Saorstát Eireann during the year 1925, was 477, consisting of 252 deaths of
males and 225 of females. Based on the number of illegitimate births registered,
the resulting mortality rate is 28.7 per 1,000 births for both sexes, 289 per 1,000
for males and 284 per 1,000 births for females, as compared with 315., 330, and
300, respectively, in 1924. These rates must be regarded as excessive.

It may be stated that the illegitimate infant mortality, as derived from the
records for 1925, is nearly 5 times the mortality among legitimate infants, which
was 62 per 1,000 births for both sexes, 69 per 1,000 for males, and 155 per .1,000
births for females.

In other words, ten out of every 35 illegitimate infants born alive in 1925, died
before the completion of its first year of life.

In Northern Ireland in 1925, the illegitimate infant death-rate was 205 per
1,000 births; and in England and Wales, the illegitimate infant death-rate was
136 per 1,000 births, or about one death to every 8 illegitimate infants born
alive. This rate is about twice that for legitimate infants, and it may be said that
this proportion is maintained for that country yearly from 1906 onwards.

Table XII. shows for the whole of Saorstát Eireann the number of deaths
.by causes and at different periods of life under one year of age. On account of
the smallness of the numbers it was not .considered desirable to calculate rates for
each age and cause for one year only. Rates are, however, given for all causes
at each age period. It would appear from this table that at every period of
life, the mortality among illegitimate infants is much_~jn excess of that for all infants,
as shown in Table IX.

It will be seen from Table XIII. that 203, or nearly 43 per cent. of the total
number of deaths of illegitimate infants occurred in Dublin county and city. Of
the 61 deaths in the county, 49 took place in institutions, and 12 elsewhere, and
of the 142 city deaths, the corresponding numbers were 102 and 40. Thus, 52 of
the 203 deaths in Dublin county and city did not occur in institutions. Of the
latter, 21 were described in the registers of deaths as “nurse children,” 17 of these
occurring in the city, and I in the county.

“The striking features of the weather in the year 1925 were as follows :—January,
for the third year in succeSsion, was an open month of S.’W. ~rinds, and, under the
circumstances, of unusually high atthóspheric pressurè—30 •070 inches, - or 0496
inch above the average. February brought an after-winter of some severity and
extreme wetness’, the mean temperature being 3’ degrees below that of January and
only 4 days failing to yield a measurable rainfall. March was dry and cold, and the
mean atmospheric pressure was abnormally high, namely 30~254 inches. April
was cold, a flow of polar air taking the place of the equatorial air-currents of the
preceding winter-months. May proved to be a dull, chilly, wet month—the wettest
May in Dublin since 1886. For this June compensated, being bright, warm and
dry—a summer month of exceptionally high and steady atmospheric pressure in
Great Britain and Ireland.

July w’as a warm and pleasant month, but not so settled as June. August, in
fitting character with the summer of’1925, was favourable and warm, though sh.owery.
September proved to be cold and showery—characteristics which were largely due
to prevalent N.W. winds. October presented two absolutely different types of
weather—the earlier period was warm, quiet, hazy and foggy, the rainfall of the
first 14 days being only 0~071 inch. The latter half was wet and squally. These
conditions persisted during the first week of November, after which a prolonged
spell of cold, frosty and foggy weather set in, the mean temperature of the month
(40 8 deg.) being 47 deg. below the average, and no less than 10~9 deg. below the
mean temperature of October. December resembled November in the main, until
Christmas Day, when a turbulent equatorial and oceanic air-current swept rapidly
north-eastwards over Western and Central Europe, causing’ a rapid thaw and heavy
rainfall, and consequent wide-spread havoc from floods.

The rainfall for the year was 28• 442 inches or 1072 inches above the annual
average measurement of the thirty-five years 1881—1915, inclusive, viz., 27~370
inches.

In 1925 there were 205 “rain-days” or days upon which not less than~005 inch.
of rain (five-thousandths of an inch) was measured. This was 7 days more than the
average number of rain-days in the thirty-five years 1881—1915, inclusive (198).
A millimetre of rain—roughly •04 inch—fell on 140 days in 1925. Only twice in
.1925 did ffiore than an inch of rain fall on a given day in Dublin—viz., July 26th,.
on which day the rainfall was 1~474 inches, and Novembef 6th when I ~O22 inches
was the measurement.

The rainfall in the first six months of 1925 was 14~865 inches on 103 days. In
,,~he second six months it was 13~ 577 inches on 102 days.”
