Chapter 5
Kidnapping and
Related Offences

There were 106 recorded offences in ICCS Group 05 - Kidnapping and Related Offences, an
increase on the 80 offences recorded in 2006. There were 97 such offences in 2003, 74 in 2004
and 74 in 2005. See Table 5.1 and Figure 5.1.

The detection rate for this group was 53.8% in 2007. False Imprisonment (ICCS 0511) offences
had a detection rate of almost 64% (47 of 74 offences recorded). See Table 5.1.

Of the offences recorded in 2007, 74 of the 106 offences were False Imprisonment, the remainder
being Abduction of Person under 16 years of age (ICCS 0512). See Table 5.1.

There were 23 recorded Kidnapping and Related Offences where relevant proceedings were
taken. Court proceedings were taken in relation to 15 of these offences. Convictions were
achieved in relation to three offences recorded in 2007, while court proceedings in relation to 11
offences are still pending. See Table 5.2.

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Chapter 6
Robbery, Extortion and Hijacking

Offences

There were 2,173 Robbery, Extortion and Hijacking Offences recorded in 2007 compared with
2,487 in 2006, a drop of 12.6%. There has been a 25.5% decrease in the number of recorded
offences in this group since 2003, when 2,916 crimes were recorded. There were 814 Robbery of
an establishment or institution (ICCS 0611) offences recorded in 2007. This was a decrease of
291 (26.3%) on the figure in 2006. There was little change in the number of recorded Robbery
from the person (ICCS 0613) offences in 2007 compared with 2006 but the number recorded was
462 (26.9%) lower than in 2003. Robbery of cash or goods in transit (ICCS 0612) offences
dropped consistently since 2004, from 61 to 20 in 2007. Hijacking Offences (ICCS 063) fell by
nearly one third (31.1%) between 2006 and 2007, from 90 to 62. Extortion Offences (ICCS 062)
increased by 81.8% between 2006 and 2007. See Table 6.1 and Figure 6.1.

The overall detection rate for offences within this group increased year on year, from 34.2% in
2003 t0 49.4% in 2007. See Table 6.1.

Relevant proceedings were taken for 694 or nearly one third (31.9%) of Robbery, Extortion and
Hijacking Offences recorded in 2007. Nearly 90% of these had proceedings taken in court.
Convictions were obtained on nearly a third (33.2%) of these, 6.2% had received non-convictions,
while 60% were still pending trial or had appeals allowed. See Table 6.2.

Nearly all (97.0%) persons convicted for offences within this group were male. Almost half (48.7%)
of those convicted were aged 18-24, 28.9% were aged 25-44, while 19.0% were aged under 18.
See Table 6.3.

Detailed figures for 2007 show that Dublin Metropolitan Region had the highest number of
offences recorded per capita for each offence type within this group with the exception of Blackmail
or extortion (ICCS 0621). See Tables 6.4(a-e).

In 2007, the most common place (38.3%) for Robbery (ICCS 061) was on a street/road, while
17.8% took place at a shop/stall. See Table 6.5.
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Firearms were used in 300 Robbery (ICCS 061) offences in 2007, while syringes were used in 94
instances. There are both reductions on the relative figures one year previously: 390 and 114
respectively. See Tables 6.6 and 6.7.

Chapter 7
Burglary and Related Offences

There were 23,566 Burglary and Related Offences recorded in 2007. This was a decrease of
nearly 5% on 2006 and an overall decrease of 8.5% on the comparable figure in 2003. Burglary
(not aggravated) (ICCS 0712) followed a similar pattern to the group total, decreasing by 5.2% and
8.7% since 2006 and 2003 respectively. Aggravated burglary (ICCS 0711) fell from 283 recorded
offences in 2006 to 255 in 2007. Nearly 300 Possession of an article (with intent to burgle, steal,
demand) (ICCS 0713) offences were recorded in 2007, an increase of more than a quarter
(26.5%) on 2006. See Table 7.1 and Figure 7.1.

Detection rates for this group increased year on year since 2004, from 17.1% in 2004 to 24.2% in
2007. Possession of an article (with intent to burgle, steal, demand) (ICCS 0713) offences had the
highest detection rate in 2007, at 98.3%. This offence category has a high detection rate as a
suspected offender is generally present when the relevant circumstances become known to the
investigating Gardai. Burglary (not aggravated) (ICCS 0712) had the lowest detection rate with
nearly one quarter (23.0%) of offences being detected. See Table 7.1.

Relevant court proceedings were taken for 2,831, or 12.0% of, Burglary and Related Offences
(ICCS 07) recorded in 2007. More than half (54.6%) of these resulted in a conviction while 36.2%
of cases were still pending (including appeals allowed). See Tables 7.1 & 7.2.

Nearly 96% of persons convicted within this group were convicted for Burglary (not aggravated)
(ICCS 0712). This is to be anticipated due to the high volume of records of this crime type. Just
over 95% of persons convicted of Burglary and Related Offences (ICCS 07) were male. Of these
43.7% were aged 18-24, while 40.4% were aged 25-44. See Table 7.3.

The majority of Burglary and Related Offences were recorded in the Dublin Metropolitan Region.
South Central DMR had the highest rate per 1,000 population for offences within this group in
2007.

The most common location for Burglary (not aggravated) (ICCS 0712) to be committed was in a
house or flat. In 2007, nearly two thirds of all burglaries were of a house or flat. The proportion for
aggravated burglaries is slightly higher — nearly 80% of all burglaries of this type were located at a
house or flat. See Tables 7.5 & 7.6.
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Firearms were used in 33 Aggravated burglary (ICCS 0711) offences in 2007, compared with 51 in
2006. Nearly half (48.5%) of aggravated burglaries involving firearms were in the Dublin
Metropolitan Region. Syringes were used in 3 aggravated burglaries in 2007. See Tables 7.7 &
7.8.

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Chapter 8
Theft and Related Offences

There were 75,218 recorded Theft and Related Offences in 2007, an increase of just 1% on the
2006 total of 74,501 such offences. The total number of recorded offences in this group has not
varied much since 2004, when there were 73,441 recorded offences. See Table 8.1 and Figure
8.1.

However, the pattern of offences recorded in this group has changed since 2003. In that year,
there were 12,462 Theft/Unauthorised taking of vehicle (ICCS 0811) offences; 6,661 Theft from
person (ICCS 0821) offences; and 15,694 Theft from shop (ICCS 0822) offences. In 2007, the
number of recorded Theft/Unauthorised taking of vehicle (ICCS 0811) offences was 11,856; there
were 2,943 recorded Theft from person (ICCS 0821) offences; and 18,873 Theft from shop (ICCS
0822) offences. See Table 8.1.

The overall detection rate for Theft and Related Offences was 36.2% in 2007, with 27,224 offences
detected. Detection rates varied for offences within the group. Handling or possession of stolen
property (ICCS 0831) had a detection rate of 99.9%, followed by Theft from shop (ICCS 0822) at
80.6%. Theft/Unauthorised taking of a pedal cycle (ICCS 0824) had the lowest detection rate
within the group at 8.6%. See Table 8.1.

Relevant proceedings were taken for 14,429 of the Theft and Related Offences recorded in 2007.
Court proceedings commenced for 12,172 offences. Convictions were returned for 6,756 of these,
outcomes were still pending for 3,981 offences, while 1,435 offences were not convicted. See
Table 8.2.

More than three quarters (76.0%) of those convicted of Theft and Related Offences recorded in
2007 were male. Nearly half (47.2%) of all convicted were aged 25-44. See Table 8.3.

Figures at regional and divisional level show that the Dublin Metropolitan Region had the highest
per capita rate for all crime types within this group. See Tables 8.4(a-d).

Chapter 9
Fraud, Deception and Related

Offences

There were 5,851 recorded Fraud, Deception and Related Offences in 2007. This is an increase of
40.3% on the 2006 figure of 4,143 offences. The rise can be attributed primarily to increases in the
largest categories in this group: Fraud, deception, false pretence offences (ICCS 0911) and
Forging an instrument to defraud (ICCS 0912) offences. They rose by 35.7% and 50.6% between
2006 and 2007. See Table 9.1 and Figure 9.1.

The detection rates for Fraud, Deception and Related Offences (ICCS 09) decreased from 64.3%
in 2003 to 44.7% in 2007. See Table 9.1.

Relevant proceedings were taken for 1,423 Fraud, Deception and Related Offences recorded in
2007. Court proceedings commenced in relation to 1,137 of these offences. Convictions were
secured for 564 offences, non-convictions for 132 offences, while 441 offences were still pending.
See Table 9.2.

Males constituted just over 82% of all persons convicted. More than half (54.7%) of persons
convicted were aged 25-44. See Table 9.3.

The highest per capita incidence of Fraud, Deception and Related Offences was in South Central
DMR Garda division with 5.52 offences per 1,000 population. Kerry had the lowest incidence with
at 0.54 offences per 1,000 population. See Table 9.4.

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Chapter 10
Controlled Drug Offences

There were 18,583 recorded Controlled Drug Offences in 2007. The number of drug offences has
increased in each year since 2003, when 9,257 offences were recorded. The number of recorded
offences of Possession of drugs for personal use (ICCS 1022) more than doubled over the same
period from 6,453 to 14,033. See Table 10.1 and Figure 10.1.

The overall detection rate for this group increased from 94.8% in 2003 to 98.2% in 2007. Drug
offences have high detection rates due to the fact that a suspected offender is generally present
when the incident becomes known to the Gardai. See Table 10.1.

Relevant proceedings were taken for 11,647 Controlled Drug Offences recorded in 2007, with
court proceedings commencing for 7,095 (60.9%) offences. Convictions were secured in 3,751
(52.8%) instances, while 2,225 offences were still pending. See Table 10.2.

Over 3,800 persons were convicted for Controlled Drug Offences recorded in 2007. Males aged
18-44 years old represented over 90% of all those convicted. See Table 10.3.

Comparing per capita figures for 2007 shows that the Dublin Metropolitan Region had the highest
number of recorded offences of Importation of drugs (ICCS 1011), Possession of drugs for sale or
supply (ICCS 1021), Possession of drugs for personal use (ICCS 1022) and Other drug offences
(ICCS 103). The South-Eastern Region had the highest per capita rate for Cultivation or
manufacture of drugs (ICCS 1012). See Tables 10.4(a-e).

In 2007, there were 9,126 proceedings commenced for possession of cannabis, cannabis resin or
plants. This was an increase of 30.1% on the 2006 figure of 7,015. Proceedings for possession of
heroin increased by 28.1%, proceedings for possession of ecstasy increased by 18.2% and
proceedings for possession of cocaine increased by 14.8%. Overall, the number of proceedings
for possession of drugs increased by almost a quarter, from 14,133 to 17,539 between 2006 and
2007. See Tables 10.6a & 10.6b.

Chapter 11
Weapons and Explosives Offences

In 2007, there were 3,597 recorded Weapons and Explosives Offences, an increase of 15.3% of
the 2006 figure of 3,119. Recorded Weapons and Explosives Offences increased each year since
2003, when 1,919 offences were recorded. The largest category contributing to this increase was
Offensive Weapons Offences (NEC) (ICCS 113). This covers non-firearm weapons offences.
There were 1,283 of these offences recorded in 2003, rising consistently each year to 2,578 in
2007. See Table 11.1 and Figure 11.1.

The detection rate for Weapons and Explosives Offences recorded in 2007 was 87.5%, with 3,146
offences detected. See Table 11.1.

Relevant proceedings were taken for 1,756 Weapons and Explosives Offences recorded in 2007.
Court proceedings commenced in relation to 1,450 of these offences, with over 87% relating to
Offensive Weapons Offences (NEC). Convictions were secured in 726 instances, 239 were not
convicted while court outcomes in relation to 485 were still pending. See Table 11.2.

Nearly 97% of all persons convicted were male. See Table 11.3.

Limerick Garda Division had the highest per capita rate for Firearms Offences (ICCS 112) with
0.72 recorded offences per 1,000 population. Dublin North Central DMR Division had the highest
instance of recorded Offensive Weapons Offences (NEC) (ICCS 113) with 3.64 recorded offences
per 1,000 population. See Table 11.4(a-d).

Technical Note
Fireworks Offences (ICCS 114)

In mid-2006, the separate recording of Fireworks Offences (ICCS 114) was introduced - prior to
then, these would be included in Explosives and Chemical Weapons Offences (ICCS 111).

Chapter 12
Offences against Property and the

Environment

There were 43,287 recorded Offences against Property and the Environment in 2007, a small
decrease on the total of 300 such offences recorded in 2006. Offences in this group increased
each year between 2003 (34,034 offences) and 2006 (43,587 offences). The largest category
contribution to the group total was Criminal damage (not arson) (ICCS 1212): There were 32,528
recorded offences in this category in 2003, 41,815 offences in 2006 and 41,086 offences in 2007.
The number of recorded Arson (ICCS 1211) offences increased from 1,637 in 2006 to 2,004
offences in 2007. See Table 12.1 and Figure 12.1.

The overall detection rate for Offences against Property and the Environment was 22.6% in 2007,
with 9,765 offences detected. See Table 12.1.

Relevant proceedings were taken for 4,927 of the Offences against Property and the Environment
recorded in 2007. Court proceedings commenced in relation to 3,583 offences. Convictions were
returned for 1,704 offences, 713 offences were not convicted while court proceedings in relation to
1,166 offences were still pending. See Table 12.2.

Nearly 1,830 persons were convicted in relation to Offences against Property and the Environment
recorded in 2007. Males comprised over 95% of those convicted. See Table 12.3.

Analysis of per-capita figures for 2007 shows that Cork City Garda Division had the highest rate of
recorded offences per 1,000 population of Arson (ICCS 1211), while North Central DMR Garda
Division had the highest per capita rate of Criminal damage (not arson) (ICCS 1212) offences and
Litter offences (ICCS 1221). See Tables 12.4(a-c).

Chapter 13
Public Order and
Other Social Code Offences

In 2007, there were 60,714 recorded offences in Group 13 - Public Order and Other Social Code
Offences, compared to 56,627 in 2006, an increase of 7.2%. The number of recorded Public Order
and Other Social Code Offences (ICCS Group 13) has increased each year between 2003 and
2007, growing in total by 34.4% over the four years. See Table 13.1 and Figure 13.1.

In 2007, over 90% of these offences were detected. See Table 13.1.

Disorderly Conduct (ICCS 131) offences accounted for 51,170 of the 60,714 offences recorded in
the group as a whole in 2007. Within this subgroup, there were 40,625 Public order offences (ICCS
1312) in 2007. This is an increase of 15% on 2006, and an increase of 58% since 2003. The
number of Drunkenness offences (ICCS 1313) recorded fell from 11,877 in 2006 to 10,454 in
2007, a decrease of 12%. See Table 13.1

Trespass Offences (ICCS 132) more than doubled in the period 2003- 2007, from 1,438 to 2,996
and Regulated Betting Offences (ICCS 135) increased by 78%, from 303 to 538 recorded offences
in the same period. See Table 13.1.

Relevant proceedings were commenced for 29,288 of the Public Order and Other Social Code
Offences recorded in 2007. Of these, 21,832 related to Public order offences (ICCS 1312), while
4,999 related to Drunkenness offences (ICCS 1313). Court proceedings began in relation to
23,783 offences. Convictions were obtained in relation to 15,535 offences recorded in 2007, while
court proceedings in relation to 4,529 offences were still pending. See Table 13.2.

Of the 15,146 persons receiving relevant convictions for Disorderly Conduct (ICCS 131) offences
recorded in 2007, 91% were male and 9% were female. Of these, 57 were females under 18 years
of age. See Table 13.3.

The two Garda Divisions with the highest per capita rate for recorded Disorderly Conduct offences
(ICCS 131) in 2007, were Dublin South Central DMR and Dublin North Central DMR, both with
approximately 31 offences per 1,000 population. See Table 13.4a.

Chapter 14
Road and Traffic Offences (NEC)

There were 317,625 Road and Traffic Offences (NEC) (ICCS Group 14) recorded by An Garda
Siochana in 2007. This represents an increase of 14.6% on the 2006 figure. The overall trend for
this group shows a noticeable increase in the volume of recorded offences after 2005. See Table
14.1 and Figure 14.1 and technical note below.

Driving Licence/Insurance Offences (ICCS 141) decreased slightly in 2007, from 37,767 in 2006 to
36,445. Within this subgroup Driving licence-failure to have, produce, display etc. (ICCS 1411)
offences increased by 13.3% between 2006 and 2007, while Insurance-failure to have, produce,
display etc. (ICCS 1412) offences fell by 7.5%. See Table 14.1.

Amongst the other sub-groups, the number of Tax/Registration Offences (ICCS 142) and Road
Transport/Public Service Vehicles Offences (ICCS 144) increased by about 17% between 2006
and 2007. Roadworthiness/Regulatory Offences (ICCS 143) increased by 15.4% in the same
period. See Table 14.1 and technical note below.

Given the nature of these offences, detection rates for this group are very high, with 99.3% of all
2007 Road and Traffic Offences (NEC) (ICCS Group 14) being detected. The one exception in this
group is Obstruction under Road Traffic Acts (ICCS 1432) which had a detection rate of 53.0% in
2007. See Table 14.1.

Relevant court proceedings commenced for 57,263 (18.0%) Road and Traffic Offences recorded
in 2007. Of these, convictions were obtained for 26,484 (46.2%) offences, 25,852 (45.1%)
received non-convictions, while 4,927 (8.6%) were still pending trial. See Table 14.2.

There were 26,671 persons convicted of Road and Traffic Offences recorded in 2007. Over half
(54.2%) of those convicted were for Roadworthiness/Regulatory Offences (ICCS 143). Males
constituted 84.5% of all persons convicted of offences in this group, with 43.3% of them aged
25-44 and over a third (35.5%) aged 18-24. See Table 14.3.

Dublin Metropolitan Region had the highest per capita rate for all offences within this group, with
the exception of Tax/Registration Offences (ICCS 142). The South-Eastern Region had the
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highest prevalence for this category with 18.97 incidents recorded per 1,000 population in 2007.
See Tables 14.4(a-d).

Technical Note

This section includes data from An Garda Siochana’s Fixed Charge Penalty System (FCPS). This
data is not recorded on the PULSE system but is included here for presentational purposes.

The number of offence types covered by the FCPS system was extended on April 4th, 2006 and
this in part explains the sharp increase in the number of recorded Road and Traffic Offences (NEC)
(ICCS Group 14) between 2005 and 2006.

Chapter 15
Offences against Government, Justice
Procedures and Organisation of

Crime

The number of Offences against Government, Justice Procedures and Organisation of Crime
(ICCS Group 15) rose from 9,481 in 2006 to 10,948 in 2007, an increase of 15.5%. The number of
offences recorded in this group has increased by nearly 60.2% since 2003. See Table 15.1 and
Figure 15.1.

This year-on-year rise is primarily attributed to the increase in Breach of Justice/Court Order (ICCS
155) offences. Within this subgroup, Breach of bail (ICCS 1552) offences increased from 4,086 in
2006 to 5,554 in 2007, an increase of 35.9%. See Table 15.1.

Other offence types with notable increases were Non-compliance with Garda direction (ICCS
1518) which rose from 42 offences in 2006 to 231 in 2007 and Prison offences (ICCS 1542) which
had 172 recorded offences in 2007 but none previously. See Table 15.1 and technical note below.

Detection rates are high within this group with an average detection rate of 98.7% in 2007. This
rate has remained relatively constant since 2003. See Table 15.1.

Relevant proceedings were issued for 5,398 (49.3%) of the offences recorded in 2007, while court
proceedings were commenced for 4,637 of these. Convictions were obtained in 2,146 (46.3%) of
those cases that commenced, while over a third (1,565) were still pending. The remainder, 926,
were not convicted. See Table 15.2.

Nearly 60% of persons convicted within this group were for Breach of bail (ICCS 1552) offences
and males represent 87.0% of those convicted of this crime type. Overall males accounted for
nearly 90% of all persons convicted within this group. Over half (50.2%) of persons convicted were
aged 25-44 with 37.1% aged 18-24. See Table 15.3.

In 2007, the Southern Region had the highest per capita rate of Offences Against Government and
its Agents (ICCS 151) at 0.53 per 1,000 population, while the Dublin Metropolitan Regions had the
highest rate of offences for all other subgroups of this classification group. See Tables 15.4(a-d).
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Technical Note
Prison offences (ICCS 1542)

Section 36 of the Prisons Act 2007, which was brought into operation from 1 May, 2007 makes it an

offence for prisoners to have unauthorised possession of or use of mobile telecommunication
devices.

Chapter 16
Offences Not Elsewhere Classified

There were 2,978 recorded offences in this group in 2007. This group (ICCS Group 16) contains a
diverse range of unrelated offences so group level totals should be treated with caution. The
overall trend for this group shows a marked increase in the volume of offences after 2005. See
Table 16.1 and Figure 16.1.

Looking at the subgroups with most offences, there were 1,317 Importation/Control/Welfare of
Animal Offences (ICCS 161) recorded in 2007, an increase of 65.7% on the same figure in 2006.
This change is driven by Dog ownership offences (licence, control etc) (ICCS 1613) in particular,
which have almost doubled since 2006, from 469 recorded offences to 899 in 2007. Over 1,400
incidents of Immigration offences/carrier liability (ICCS 1648) were recorded in 2007. Although
this is a drop of almost 11% (174 offences) on the 2006 figure, it still represents an increase of
more than two-thirds on the comparable figure in 2003. See Table 16.1.

Detection rates vary greatly for specific offences within this group for 2007. For example,
Employment permit offences (relating to non-Irish national) (ICCS 1647) had 100% detection rate
while Control of horses offences (ICCS 1612), has a detection rate of 20.9%. See Table 16.1.

Relevant court proceedings commenced for 618 (20.8%) offences recorded in ICCS Group 16 in
2007, with the majority (416 offences) of these for Immigration offences/carrier liability (ICCS
1648). Convictions were secured for 221 Immigration offences/carrier liability (ICCS 1648)
offences, and 103 Importation/Control/Welfare of Animals Offences (ICCS 161). See Table 16.2.

The majority of persons convicted of offences within this group recorded in 2007 were for
Immigration offences/carrier liability (ICCS 1648) with half (49.4%) of these being males aged
25-44. Nearly 80 females were convicted of this offence. Two-thirds (66.7%) of females convicted
of this offence were aged 25-44 with 30.8% aged 18-24. Males represented 83.8% of those
convicted for Importation/Control/Welfare of Animals Offences (ICCS 161). See Table 16.3.

Donegal recorded the highest rate per capita of Importation/Control/Welfare of Animal Offences
(ICCS 161), Cork West had the highest rate for Fisheries/Maritime Offences (ICCS 162), Eastern
DMR had the highest rate for Use of Data, Electronic Counterfeit and Broadcasting (ICCS 163)
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while Northern DMR had the highest for Miscellaneous Offences (ICCS 164). See Tables
16.4(a-d).

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Appendix I

Background Information

Classification of Offences

A criminal offence is classified at the time it is entered on the PULSE system. In the vast majority of
cases, this happens very soon after the crime incident becomes known to a member of An Garda
Siochana.

However, many recorded crimes are followed by investigation, during which more information
becomes available. This may result in offences being reclassified from one type of crime to
another. Indeed, a record can also be marked as invalid (but not deleted) if it transpires that a
criminal offence did not occur. Conversely, an incident, not initially thought to be criminal in nature,
can subsequently be reclassified as a criminal incident on foot of further information.

Court outcomes - Homicide

In general, offences are not reclassified on PULSE on foot of a court outcome. An exception to this
rule involves offences classified under Homicide Offences (ICCS Group 01). It can often be the
case that a charge of murder is brought and a verdict of manslaughter is returned. In such a case,
the original offence is reclassified to reflect the court outcome. (It is for this reason that
Murder/Manslaughter offences should be treated together in any trend analysis.)

Assaults — resulting in death

An assault is generally recorded as such close to the time of the assault incident. However, if the
victim subsequently dies as a consequence, and after the assault has been recorded, this will
always result in reclassification to a homicide offence on PULSE.
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Recording Offences - Counting Rules

Crime counting rules are a complex area and have been the subject of debate over the years.
However, from an information/statistical perspective, crime counting rules should be applied in
accordance with established criteria.

To fully appreciate the complexity involved, it is useful to consider a criminal event which consists
of more than one offence. For instance, a burglary and an assault offence can occur within one
event. Furthermore, there could be offences of trespass, criminal damage and arson also
occurring as part of the same event. For this event, the homicide would be recorded, as well as
some other offences. It would be unreasonable to suppose that all offences should be recorded
(especially if there was more than one victim, see below), as some would be considered to be
trivial in the context of the homicide. So in this case, for practical purposes and on reasonable
grounds, not all offences would be recorded. The question then is, what is recorded and how does

this give comparable data?

There are a number of key counting rules that are applied to the recording of offences. They are
the Primary Offence and the One Offence Counts Per Victim rules.

Primary Offence Rule

* This particular counting rule dictates that when an incident results in a number of offences,
only the most serious offence is counted for statistical purposes.

This is achieved by flagging, within PULSE, one offence which should “count” for that event. This
practice promotes consistency. Counting only the primary incident is thus a good way of ensuring
that there is consistent treatment of criminal events — and consistency is paramount when it comes
to comparison of data across geographic boundaries or over time. Without the primary offence
rule, there would be no basis to compare these data over any boundaries - be they geographic or
time-based.

The offence with the severest potential penalty is generally flagged as the primary offence.
However, offences against the person take precedence over offences against property when the
offences have similar penalties.

One Offence Counts Per Victim

A. In general, one offence is counted per victim for any crime incident (i.e. criminal event). So,
irrespective of the number of offenders it is the number of victims of an incident that dictate
how many offences will be recorded.

For example, a sexual event with one offender and two victims counts as two offences.
Conversely, an event with two offenders and one victim counts as one offence (or crime incident)
in the recorded crime statistics. In this latter case it is useful to remember that this one crime
incident is the one that counts, regardless of how many offenders are prosecuted or subsequently
convicted.
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There are two exceptions to the one offence counts per victim rule.

* Financial losses sustained by institutions due to fraud

A first exception to the rule is a series of incidents involving credit/debit card/cheque card
fraud. The critical issue in determining the number of offences recorded is who bears the
financial loss of the incidents. If the financial loss is ultimately sustained by an institution (for
instance a bank), a single offence is recorded because it is akin to a series of incidents
against one victim (see note on repeat incidents below). However, if the financial loss is
incurred by a number of individuals then normal rules apply and one offence does count per
victim.

* Burglary

The second exception is that of burglary, where there may be more than one victim (in the
normal sense of the word). This occurs when, for instance, items belonging to more than
one person are taken. Counting one offence per individual (person) victim would affect
comparability. This is because the number of burglaries recorded would become a function
of the number of people living in burgled households. This is an interesting quantity from a
victimisation perspective, but not from a crime counting perspective. Therefore, the one
offence per victimrule is not applied in the case of burglary, and a single offence is generally
recorded. It is useful to think of the burglary as being a crime against a household for
statistical reasons.

B. An extension of the One Offence Counts Per Victim rule applies for repeat incidents
involving the same victim and the same offender.

Again, it is useful to look at sexual offences to illustrate this point. It may be the case that there are
numerous crime incidents perpetrated by the same offender against the same victim stretching
back for many years (and often reported many years after the last incident). It would be
unreasonable to expect the same level of detail to be recorded about every individual offence that
occurred throughout the series. Moreover, some victims may not, for a variety of reasons, be in a
position to remember all of the incidents involved in the series. Therefore, applying the rule of one
incident counts per victim for a series like this promotes consistency in approach for comparative
purposes. That is not to say that more information cannot be provided on the numbers of such
incidents. It can. It is simply a case of interpretation being subject to some extra caveats. (For this
type of incident series, it is open to debate whether the clustered nature of the offences (in time
and/or place) renders them outside the scope of normal statistical comparison.)

Data from the Fixed Charge Penalty System (FCPS) is a large component of Dangerous or
Negligent Operation of a Vehicle (ICCS 041) and Road and Traffic Offences (ICCS Group 14).
There are no counting rules applied to these offences.
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Issues around ‘Detection’ Status

Detailed guidelines exist within An Garda Siochana regarding whether a crime incident may be
flagged as “detected”. Within the PULSE system, however, the flagging of an incident is largely
independent of any other data in the system — there is no action that is automatically triggered
because of the entry made for detection status. It is therefore possible that an offence, which has in
fact been detected, may, through omission, not be flagged as detected within the system.

However, the situation is less clear with regard to incidents which consist of more than one criminal
offence and are recorded as such. This can also be the case when different events are grouped
together on the system as an “investigation case”. In these situations, it is not always clear from the
raw data which offences are to be considered as detected and which are not. Therefore, this
complication arises because of the sophistication of PULSE as used as an operational policing tool
— which is its main purpose.

As stated above, information on offences detected is presented on an “as-was” basis according to
their status as at October, 2008. However, the information is subject to an additional caveat — it
may not always be the case that it is the primary offence within an incident (the one that “counts”)
that has in fact been detected. This feature of the data is known to An Garda Siochana and is
receiving attention.

It may be intuitive to think of an offence occurring and being subsequently reported to the Gardai —
in turn this leads to the recording of the offence which triggers an investigation. The offence will, at
any future point, be regarded as either detected or not detected. However, the recording sequence
for some incident types does not follow this path. For these incident types, the recording of an
offence actually follows the “detection” of the offence. This is true for, inter alia, some drug offences
and for offences of speeding and drink-driving. The recording of these offence types is generally a
function of police activities and prioritisation of those activities.
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Appendix I1

Population Estimates

The population estimates used to derive recorded crime rates per head of population are based on
estimates for the inter-censal periods 2003-2005 and 2007. Because these estimates are at the
levels of Garda Region and Division, they do not correspond exactly with other population
estimates which are traditionally based on different geographic boundaries.

These estimates are on the de facto population basis — i.e. those present on census night,
regardless of where usually resident.

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Appendix 111
Juvenile Diversion

Programme

Following the introduction of Part 4 of the Children Act 2001 the Juvenile Liaison Officer Scheme
came to an end and was replaced by the Diversion Programme, which could be described as a
package of measures for dealing with children under the age of 18 who commit an offence or
offences. The Diversion Programme retained many of the tried and tested methods for dealing
with children who commit offences, as well as introducing a number of new options. The
Programme is managed by a Garda Superintendent appointed by the Commissioner and known
as the Director of the Programme. (Section 20).

The Director must consider all cases and decide on the suitability or otherwise of the child for
inclusion in the Programme.

In order to be admitted to the programme a child must
* be over the age of criminal responsibility and under 18 years of age
* accept responsibility for the offence(s) committed

* consent to being cautioned and supervised

If the child is deemed suitable for admission to the programme then s/he is given either a formal or
an informal caution. In certain circumstances the victim of the offence may be invited to attend the
caution or the JLO may recommend that a family conference be held in relation to the child.

A child given a formal caution is placed under Garda supervision for a period of 12 months. This
period of supervision may, in certain circumstances be varied by the Director. The caution will be
administered either by a Garda not below the rank of Inspector or a Juvenile Liaison Officer who
has received mediation training. An informal caution is administered by a Juvenile Liaison Officer
and the child is not normally placed under supervision. In practice, both cautions are formal
processes, one accompanied by a period of supervision and the other without supervision.
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Referrals to the Diversion Programme

The total number of referrals received in 2007 amounted to 27,853. This is an increase of 2,773
(11.1%) on the figure of 25,080 referrals received in 2006.

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As shown in Table III.3 the total number of children who were cautioned either formally or
informally in 2007 was 16,753. This equates to 73.4% of the total number of children referred.
12,485 (56.9%) received an informal caution and 4268 (19.5%) received a formal caution. These
figures compare with 56.5% and 19% respectively for 2006.

Figure 111.5 shows the number of children cautioned for each of the past five years and Figure I1l.6
shows the percentage of children referred who were considered suitable for inclusion in the
programme.

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Garda Restorative Cautions and Conferences

The presence of the victim at a formal caution or at a family conference is provided for in the
Children Act 2001 (sections 26 and 29 respectively) and it is here that the concept of restorative
justice is introduced.

‘Restorative justice’ is the term used to describe the process whereby the victim of an offence is
given the opportunity to meet or have his or her views presented to the offender. It is hoped that the
offender will realise that the offence was not merely an offence against law but against a person or
a community. It should be noted that restorative justice applies to the formal caution in accordance
with sections 26 and 29 of the Act.

In addition to humanising the harm, the behaviour is challenged and an opportunity is afforded to
the offender not only to apologise but to also take some action to repair the harm. This act of
“restoration” may be by way of replacing goods stolen, compensating for a loss, mending damage
caused or agreeing conditions for future behaviour designed to reassure the victim that the
offending will not reoccur.

When the victim is invited to attend at the formal caution of a child it is known as a restorative
caution. In certain circumstances victims may prefer to have their views represented by way of
letter or recording or by having a friend, supporter or other person represent their perspective.

When the victim is invited to attend a family conference in relation to a child it is referred to as a
restorative conference. The restorative conference is similar to a restorative caution in many
respects. The victim is given a voice and the impact of the offending behaviour is humanised.
Where it differs, is that the conference makes a greater effort to engage a broader range of
expertise in an attempt to challenge the child’s behaviour and to support any change that might
come about as a result of the conference. For instance, those present at the conference might
include not only the victim and the victim’s supporters but also the child’s schoolteacher, social
worker, extended family or any other person who may have a positive influence on his or her future
behaviour.

Collectively restorative cautions and restorative conferences are referred to as restorative events.
A total of 378 restorative events were held in 2007 an increase of 71 on the 2006 total of 307. The
378 events comprised of 373 restorative cautions and 5 restorative conferences which involved
538 children. This increase is an indication that the principles of restorative justice are being
applied more often by Juvenile Liaison Officers as a means of processing cases referred to the
Diversion Programme. Table Ill.4 shows the number of events on a regional and divisional basis.

Offence types for which restorative events were held included road traffic offences, breaches of
public order, assaults, robbery, burglary, theft and criminal damage.

The Committee is satisfied that good progress is continuing to be made in the development of the
restorative justice element in accordance with Part 4 of the Act.

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Types of offence for which children were referred

There is no significant change in the category of offence for which children were referred to the
programme. Alcohol related offences 21%, road traffic offences 16% and theft 15% are the three
most common offences.
