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• Average annual earnings were €37,200 in 2006 across all sectors of the economy,
an increase of 18.7% from 2002. Annual bonuses and benefit in kind were €2,046
in 2006 compared with €1,197 in 2002.

• Female average annual earnings were 70% of male earnings (€30,109 as against
€43,270) in 2006.

• Average weekly earnings increased in 2007 by 5.8% in the construction sector, 4%
in distribution and business services and by 4.5% in the public sector.

• Total labour costs were €44,167 per employee in industry in 2006 and €62,739 per
employee in the financial sector.

Earnings
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Introduction

This chapter contains information on average weekly earnings of employees in various
economic sectors (industry; agriculture; construction; the banking, insurance and
building societies sector; the distribution and business services sector and the public
sector). In some cases further information (eg breakdown by sub-sector or by gender)
is shown. The data are derived mostly from CSO quarterly inquiries as well as an an-
nual survey.

National Employment Survey

Overall, average earnings increased by 18.7% from 2002 to 2006 (€31,333 to
€37,200). However, annual bonuses and benefit in kind rose from €1,197 in 2002 to
€1,455 in 2006 and €2,046 in 2007.

Annual average earnings in the Electricity, gas and water supply sector rose by 31.7%
between 2002 and 2006, from €50,632 to €66,667. The Health sector rose by 28.7%
to €33,603. On the other hand, earnings in the Other services sector rose by 4.2% to
€27,236 while annual earnings increased by 5.6% to €36,365 in the Business services
sector. Earnings for professional employees increased from €41,329 to €52,321 be-
tween 2002 and 2006, an increase of 26.6%. Personal and protective services employ-
ees rose 7.3% to €26,929 over the same period.

Earnings in all age groups increased by more than 12% with those employees aged 50
to 59 increasing the fastest at 20.2% (to €42,027). The rate of increase in annual
earnings was also very similar across the different levels of educational attainment,
with those employees with only a primary degree or below increasing the least
(16.9%) from €25,442 to €29,738. Employees with a third level non-degree increased
by slightly more (19.7%) to €37,882 from €31,658 in 2002.

Employees in the public sector saw a slightly higher rise in average annual earnings (up
20.7% to €43,297) over the period 2002 to 2006 than those employees in the private
sector (up 17.6% to €34,991). The gender pay gap stayed the same, with male earn-
ings up 18.8% to €43,270 while female earnings rose 18.9% to €30,109 from 2002 to
2006, with female average earnings 70% of male average earnings in 2006.

Other sectoral earnings

In the manufacturing industries, average weekly earnings for 2006 were €575.21, an
annual increase of 3.2%. In 2005, average weekly earnings in the manufacturing sec-
tor increased by 4.4% when compared with 2004. For the construction sector the
most up to date corresponding figure is €811.38, an increase of 5.8% on 2006.

For the distribution and business services sector the increases were 4.1% in 2005 and
5.1% in 2004. In the banking, insurance and building societies sector the annual in-
crease in average weekly earnings was 6.9% in 2006, while the average earnings in
the public sector (excluding health) recorded an annual increase of 4.5%.
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Male and female earnings

Looking at the manufacturing industry considerable detail is shown by sub-sector and
male/female breakdown. It is noticeable that in terms of weekly earnings female earn-
ings are considerably less than male earnings. For example, in 2006, average weekly
earnings for females in manufacturing were just 72% of that for males. This can be
due to a number of factors such as lesser length of service, less availing of overtime
and more part-time working on the part of females.

This pattern is reflected for clerical employees in the construction industry, where male
employees work on average 10.4% longer per week than female employees do. In
this sub-sector average hourly rates for females in 2007 are 83% of that for males,
showing an annual increase of 6.5% compared to 6.6% for male employees. However
the female average weekly income is still only 75% of that for male employees.

Earnings, Hours and Employment Costs Survey (EHECS)

The EHECS is a new survey that collects data on employment, wages and salaries,
hours and other labour costs. The EHECS has replaced the Quarterly Industrial In-
quiry. Annual average wages and salaries for employees in industry were €36,800 in
2006, compared with €49,425 in the financial sector. Total labour costs were €44,167
and €62,739 respectively.

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Introduction

This chapter presents information on the knowledge economy in Ireland. It contains
statistics on the information society and telecommunications. The results have been
obtained from a number of CSO enterprise and household surveys and also includes
administrative data from the Commission for Communications Regulation (ComReg)
on telecommunications and broadcasting.

ICT sector

The ICT sector employed over 82,700 people in 2005, which represented 9% of total
employment in industry and services. The ICT manufacturing sector employed 27,900
persons, while 54,900 people were employed in ICT services, accounting for over 7%
of total services employment.

The ICT sector accounted for just 6% of the total number of enterprises and 9% of to-
tal employment in industry and services. However, it contributed 22% of total turnover
in industry and services. Total turnover in the ICT sector was over €63bn in 2005, of
which 54% was in manufacturing and 46% in services. Value added in the ICT sector,
at €19bn, accounted for 23% of total value added in industry and services. See table
19.1.

Use of ICT by households

In February 2007, an estimated 998,000 households (or 65% of all households) had a
home computer. This was an increase of 130,500 households since February 2006,
when 867,500 households had a home computer. Internet access also increased over
this period, with 865,500 households (or 57%) having a computer connected to the
internet in February 2007, compared with 722,200 in February 2006. In February 2006
just 13% of households had a broadband connection. This increased to 31% by Febru-
ary 2007. See table 19.2.

The most popular activity on the internet related to Information search and online ser-
vices, eg finding information about goods and services, travel and accommodation etc.
Next most popular is Communication, eg sending and receiving e-mails. See table 19.3.

In the twelve months prior to February 2007, 889,500 persons had ordered goods or
services from the internet for private use. This compares with 709,200 in 2006. The
most popular type of goods and services ordered on the internet were Travel and holi-
day accommodation (529,700), Tickets for events (303,200) and Films/music
(262,900). See table 19.4.
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Use of ICT by enterprises (with 10 or more employees)

Virtually all enterprises use computers in one way or another today: 98% in manufac-
turing, 98% in construction and 96% in services. The majority also use e-mail and the
internet, while 64% of all enterprises reported that they have a website or homepage.

Some 42% of enterprises had dedicated IT systems to manage the placing and receipt
of orders in 2007. See table 19.5.

In 2007, 82% of enterprises said they had downloaded forms from a public authority
website, while 68% had returned completed forms online. See table 19.6.

In the manufacturing sector, 32% of enterprises had e-commerce sales, compared
with 27% in services. Sales by e-commerce accounted for almost a fifth (19%) of total
turnover in the manufacturing sector in 2007. EDI (Electronic Data Interchange) ac-
counted for more than half of these sales. In the services sector sales via e-commerce
accounted for 21% of turnover.

The results show that 55% of all businesses purchased some goods using e-com-
merce. The percentage of total purchases completed in this way was 21%. See table
19.7.

Telecommunications

There were just over 2.1 million fixed access paths in the second quarter of 2007. The
total number of mobile subscribers in the same quarter was over 4.8 million, with
pre-paid subscribers making up three quarters of the total. The mobile penetration
rate for Ireland increased from 103% in the second quarter of 2006 to 114% in the
same quarter of 2007.

In the second quarter of 2006, 68% of pay television subscribers had a digital
subscription via satellite or digital cable. By the second quarter of 2007 this had in-
creased to almost 75% of pay TV subscribers. See table 19.8.

Innovation activities

In the period 2004 to 2006 inclusive, over 47% of enterprises with ten or more persons
engaged indicated that they were active innovators. Almost 57% of industrial enter-
prises were classed as innovation active while 41% of service enterprises were innova-
tion active. In excess of 40% of industrial enterprises were engaged in product
innovations compared to 29% of service enterprises. Just under 38% of enterprises in
the industrial sector were process innovators compared to 26% of enterprises in the
services sector. In total, over 33% of all enterprises with ten or more persons engaged
were engaged in product innovations while 30% of enterprises were engaged in
process innovations. See table 19.9.
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Technical Notes

Table 19.1

Table 19.1 contains data on the key economic variables for the ICT sector from the
CSO’s Census of Industrial Production and Annual Services Inquiries over the period
2003 to 2005.

Tables 19.2-19.4

Information on the usage of ICT by households and individuals is obtained from the
CSO’s Quarterly National Household Survey (QNHS). A sample of around 6,000 QNHS
households is used annually for the purposes of the ICT and e-commerce survey
module. It includes questions relating to the household and questions asked of each
person aged 16 to 74. The reference periods for the years presented are as follows:
June 2005, February 2006 and February 2007.

Tables 19.5-19.7

The results presented in tables 19.5-19.7 are obtained from the CSO’s survey of ICT
and e-commerce usage in enterprises. The results from this annual survey cover
manufacturing and selected services enterprises with 10 or more employees and
construction sector enterprises with 20 or more employees.

Table 19.8

The information contained in table 19.8 was provided by ComReg. Total fixed access
paths include the total number of direct and indirect PSTN and ISDN access paths.
Individual ISDN lines may have multiple access paths. Mobile penetration rates are
based on active SIMS as a percentage of the total population.

Free-to-air television broadcasts are sent unencrypted and may be received via any
suitable receiver. Although these channels are described as ‘free’, the viewer does pay
for them by payment of a licence fee.

Table 19.9

The Community Innovation Survey (CIS) 2004-2006 is a survey of innovation activities
of enterprises in Ireland over the period 2004 to 2006. The CIS was previously
conducted in Ireland by Forfás but is now jointly conducted by the CSO and Forfás to
increase efficiency in the collection of statistical data and to reduce the burden on the
participating enterprises. The survey included enterprises with 10 or more persons
engaged in the industrial and selected services sectors. Methodological changes have
been introduced in the CIS 2004-2006. As a consequence of this, no conclusions
should be drawn regarding the direction or scale of any real changes between CIS
2002-2004 (CIS4) and CIS 2004-2006.

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Introduction

This chapter contains data on aspects of the physical environment. Greater coverage is
available in the publications of the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and Sus-
tainable Energy Ireland (SEI).

Table 20.1 contains information on the land areas afforested, together with the associ-
ated levels of carbon sinks (changes in forest and other woody biomass stocks). For-
ests absorb carbon dioxide from the atmosphere and store it in the biomass until the
eventual release as a result of burning or timber decay.

The Transport sector accounts for an increasing proportion of energy consumption and
table 20.2 details the growth in vehicle numbers and CO2 emissions. One example of a
pressure indicator derived from economic prosperity and activity is identified in table
20.2, namely the number of cars per 1,000 population. Sources of energy by fuel type
and energy consumption over the period 1990-2006, which give an indication of the
needs of the Irish economy for energy and how they are sourced, are given in tables
20.3 and 20.4.

The next six tables (tables 20.5-20.10) deal with Greenhouse gases, Acid rain agents,
air quality and river quality. Tables 20.11-20.12 contain statistics relating to the gener-
ation and recycling of household and commercial waste. Data is provided on various
aspects of Ireland’s climate in table 20.13 in respect of 2006. The graph with table
20.13 shows that over the past 100 years the mean temperature for Ireland has in-
creased by 1

o
C and that the 1990s was the warmest decade in the last 120 years.
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Technical Notes

Table 20.1

Forest land is defined as all public and private plantation forests. Forest land is an area
of land where tree crown cover is greater than 20% of the total area occupied or 50%
of conventional stocking and includes recently clearfelled areas. It has a minimum
width of 20m and a minimum area of 0.1 hectares and includes all trees with a
potential to reach 5m in height. Trees grown for fruit or flowers are excluded, as are
woody species such as furze and rhododendron.

According to the Revised 1996 IPCC Guidelines, for the purposes of reporting, the
signs for carbon removals are always shown as negative with carbon emissions shown
as positive. Net changes in carbon stocks are converted to CO2 by multiplying by 44/12
(the atomic weight of Carbon is assumed to be 12 and the atomic weight of Oxygen is
assumed to be 16) and by changing the sign for net CO2 removals to be negative.

Table 20.5

Table 20.5 does not contain the actual quantities of HFCs, PFCs and SF6 gases because
these comprise a large number of different types of gases, all of which have their own
“CO2 Equivalent” factor. This means that, unlike the stable relationship between say
CH4 and the CO2 equivalent, there is no common conversion factor for these gases
and the CO2 equivalent that is published (the conversion factor depends on the mix of
gases each year).

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Introduction

This chapter deals with housing and households. The statistics are taken from the
Censuses of Population from 1926 to 2006.

Number and size of households

The number of private households has more than doubled since 1926, when there
were 622,700 private households in the State. By 1991 the number had increased to
1,029,100 and in 2006 there were 1,469,521 private households. There were, on av-
erage, 4.48 persons per household in 1926. By 1991, average household size had
fallen to 3.34 and the latest figure, for 2006, is 2.81 persons.

Detached dwellings predominate

Detached dwellings were the predominant housing type in 2006, accounting for nearly
43% of all housing units. More than one in four houses were semi-detached, 17.6%
were terraced while flats and apartments accounted for 10.2% of all housing units.
More than four out of five rural dwellings were detached residences while semi-de-
tached and terraced housing were the most common dwelling types in urban areas.
Flats and apartments featured strongly in urban areas, making up 15% of urban dwell-
ings in 2006, continuing the upward trend observed in 2002.

Vacancy rate of 15%

Table 21.8 refers to occupancy status. By expressing the total vacant houses and flats
and holiday homes as a percentage of the total housing stock it is possible to derive an
overall vacancy rate. This stood at 15% for April 2006. The counties with the highest
vacancy rates were Leitrim (29.3%), Donegal (27%) and Kerry (24.8%) while South
Dublin (6.2%), Fingal (8.8%) and Dún Laoghaire-Rathdown (8.9%) had the lowest
rates.

Age of dwelling

Table 21.5 provides an analysis of the housing stock by period of construction. Over
half of the permanent housing units distinguished in the 2006 Census were built since
1971. The period since 1996, during which the population increased by an average of
60,000 per year, accounted for 404,000 (28%) of the total housing stock. More than
one third of these housing units were located in Dublin and the Mid-East regions. Pop-
ulation growth during the 1970s, which was on a par with that achieved in the most re-
cent intercensal period, explains the relatively large proportion (16.9%) of the housing
stock built during that period. Almost 18% of houses in the South-East region were
built before 1919 compared with one in eight houses in other regions.
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Home ownership and rented accommodation

Table 21.4 shows that in 2006 about 301,000 dwellings were rented. Of these, almost
106,000 were rented from a Local Authority. Over 1 in 3 of all householders (498,000)
owned their dwelling outright. Another 570,000 were paying a home loan or mort-
gage. Home ownership in Ireland remains very high with almost 75% of private dwell-
ings in the State being owner-occupied in 2006.

Home computing

According to the Census, over 828,000 (56.6%) households had a personal computer
(PC) in April 2006 while 683,000 (46.7%) had access to the internet. Of this latter fig-
ure, 292,000 households had a broadband connection to the internet.

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Introduction

This chapter contains Northern Ireland statistics on a variety of areas including popula-
tion, labour market, agriculture, housing, education and crime.

Population

In 2007, the estimated population of Northern Ireland was 1,760,800, an increase of
5% since 1999. During the same period, the number of births increased by 1,494 (7%)
to 24,451 and the number of deaths decreased by 1,014 (6%) to 14,649.

Labour market

The total economically active population in Northern Ireland increased from 819,000 to
826,000 between 2007 and 2008. Between 2006 and 2007, the construction sector ex-
perienced the largest increase in employee jobs (7%) whilst the number of jobs in the
services sector increased by 2%. The number of claimant count unemployed has de-
creased from 57,442 (7% of the workforce) in 1998 to 24,100 (3% of the workforce) in
March 2008.

Agriculture

The area in Northern Ireland used for cropping purposes had remained relatively sta-
ble between 2000 and 2004. Since 2004 the area in use in Northern Ireland has de-
creased by 5%, to 1,014.5 thousand hectares in 2007. On average, agricultural
workers earned £288.77 per week in 2007, an increase of £32.11 from 2006.

Education

Between 1999/00 and 2007/08, the number of pupils attending schools in Northern
Ireland decreased by 22,536 (6%) to 325,047.

Crime

In 2007-08, 108,468 notifiable offences were recorded by police in Northern Ireland,
with a clearance rate of 21%. Criminal damage accounted for 28% of offences
(30,895) in 2007-08, followed by offences against the person (29,580) and theft
(24,733).

The Annual Survey of Hours and Earnings (ASHE) provides a wide range of
information on earnings and hours worked. Historically, this information was gained
through the New Earnings Survey (NES). Please note, in 2004, the Annual Survey of
Hours and Earnings (ASHE) replaced the New Earnings Survey (NES). To improve
coverage and hence make the survey more representative, supplementary
information has been collected since 2004 on businesses not registered for VAT and
for people who changed or started new jobs between the sample selection and the
survey reference period. The improvements caused a discontinuity between 2004 and
previous years when no supplementary data was collected. There are two sets of
results for the 2004 ASHE; the headline results that include the supplementary
information and the results that exclude this information. For 2006 and 2007, the
Office for National Statistics introduced a small number of methodological changes to
the sample design, to improve the quality of the results. The 2006 and 2007 ASHE
results are therefore also discontinuous with earlier results. Again, there are two sets
of results for the 2006 ASHE; the first set not reflecting the methodological changes
and the second set consistent with the new methodological changes. Table 6 displays
both sets of results, which relate to full-time employees on adult rates with no loss of
pay.

The original 1990 Standard Occupational Classification (SOC90) was revised (SOC
2000) to incorporate the rapid change in the structure of jobs that had taken place
over the previous ten years.

(1991 Census used for the years 1992-2000 and the 2001 Census used for 2001
onwards). Since 2005 Child Benefit has been administered by HMRC. Data is therefore
not available from DSD for this table post 2005.

‘Family credit’ - Refers to the total number of recipients as a percentage of all
households. It was replaced by Working Families Tax Credit in 1999. Working Families
Tax Credit (WFTC) was replaced in April 2003 by the Working Tax Credit and Child Tax
Credit. WFTC awards that terminated from 2 December 2003 were automatically
extended to 6 April 2003 with no need for a renewal application. This had the effect of
artificially increasing the number of families in receipt of WFTC. Figures derived from
the total number of recipients at May, (except for 2003 which was taken at February),
as a percentage of all households (1991 Census used for the years 1992-2000 and the
2001 Census used for 2001 onwards). Since the point that HMRC took responsibility
for the administration of WFTC DSD have been unable to provide input to this table.

‘Housing benefit’ - Figures calculated as the average number of recipients of rent
rebate/allowance as a percentage of all households (1991 Census used for the years
1992-2000. The 2001 Census was used for 2001 to 2003 and Demography &
Methodology Branch (DMB) estimated the figures for 2004 onwards).

‘Income Support’ - Figures calculated as the total number of Income Support
claimants at 31st May as a percentage of the population aged 16 or over for
1993-2003 and as a percentage of the population aged 16-59 from 2004 onwards.
The drop in recipients in 1997 is as a result of Income Support for the unemployed
being replaced by income-based Jobseekers Allowance in 1996. From November
2003 Income Support figures are severely affected by the introduction of Pension
Credit, which replaced Minimum Income Guarantee (MIG) on 6th October 2003 and
extended Income Support entitlement to customers aged 60 and over. Benefit data
source: 5% ASD sample data scan.

‘Pension Credit’ - The total number of claimants at the last Friday in May as a
percentage of the population aged 60 or over (mid-year estimates).

The NI Index of Services (IOS) is an experimental quarterly survey of almost 1,500
companies designed to provide the most up to date measure of change in the
Wholesale and Retail; Business Services and Finance; Transport, Storage and
Communication; Hotels and Restaurants and the Other services sectors. The turnover
is weighted to reflect the relative share of GVA, taken from the NI Annual Business
Inquiry, and figures are referenced 2003=100 in line with the UK Index of Services. All
indices reported are adjusted for seasonality.

The IOS series has been developed to National Statistics standards but is designated
as experimental to allow time to receive user feedback and to monitor performance of
the Index. The IOS is released as an experimental statistic and not a National Statistic,
but it is hoped that the IOS data set will eventually become a National Statistic. This
method is consistent with the National Statistic protocol on the release of data and
mirrors the approach adopted during the launch of the UK Index of Services and the
Welsh Index of Distribution.

This adjustment was introduced to reflect the current trends in
the housing market, which were highlighted in the 2001 Census and the House
Condition Surveys of 2001 and 2004.

Figures are recorded according to the National Crime Recording Standard, which was
introduced on 1st April 2002.

From 1st April 2005, breaches of orders have been counted as offences within the
recorded crime statistics in Northern Ireland under the Home Office Counting Rules.

In April 2006 PSNI adopted a higher evidential standard in respect of non sanction
clearances (those where no further action is taken by the police, mainly due to the
victim not wanting formal action taken by the police or due to no prosecution being
directed). This change was introduced in order to bring these clearance types more
closely into line with police services in England and Wales where they have been
applying the Crown Prosecution Service evidential test since 2002. In Northern Ireland
the equivalent standard only became relevant to PSNI clearances with the
establishment of the Public Prosecution Service (PPS) in June 2005. While this has had
the effect of reducing the overall clearance rate, sanction clearances (those where a
formal sanction is taken against an offender by means of charge, summons, caution or
where the offence is taken into consideration at court) remain unaffected.

The Home Office significantly restricted the clearance types available to the police
from 1st April 2007 which meant that virtually all clearances resulting in ‘no further
police action’ (ie non sanction clearances) could no longer be claimed as a valid
clearance. These clearance types accounted for 4 percentage points of the PSNI
clearance rate in 2006/07 but only accounted for less than 0.1 of a percentage point in
2007/08 following this latest restriction. This means that the PSNI overall clearance
rate and its sanction clearance rate are now virtually one and the same. This same
change also applied to all police services in England and Wales from 1st April 2007.
