QNHS, Revised Series Post Census 2002 – Explanatory Note
These tables contain revised headline QNHS figures for all quarters from the fourth quarter of 1997 to the fourth quarter of 2003 at both a regional and a state level.  For users convenience data relating to the first quarter of 2004 quarter has also been included.

The QNHS figures have been revised in line with revisions to the sub-annual population estimates, which are used as a grossing frame for the data.  These population estimates are calculated on a quarterly basis using the Census of Population figures as a base.  The final results of the 2002 Census of Population proved to be 20,000  (0.5%) over the population estimate for the second quarter of 2002.  All population estimates have been recalculated accordingly.

Given that the difference between the 2002 Census of Population figures and the population estimates was very minor at the State level, the revisions to the QNHS data series have had very little effect on the headline trends within the QNHS.  At a regional level, while employment, unemployment and Labour force trends have for the most part been maintained there are some differences in absolute terms.
